SIDOROVA S.E. Domestic Work and Workers: From Labor Studies to
the Concept of Maintenance of Order

Abstract. The article is devoted to theoretical and methodological
approaches to the problem of domestic work and domestic workers. As
an object of academic study, servants, who constitute a huge segment of
the labor army of the world and especially the Asian region, were
actualized as a rather amorphous, poorly structured and difficult to
describe community. Being an umbrella term, the word “servant” hides
a huge variety of subordinations and qualifications, which makes it
difficult to outline the boundaries of this professional group. Numerous
studies demonstrate great variability in approaches to the phenomenon
of domestic workers, some lack of definitions and terminological
vagueness along with the looseness of supporting theoretical constructs.
Most modern historiographic trends consider servants as participants in
binary constructions, in which they invariably find themselves in
opposition to their masters. To shift the analytical optics, the article
introduces the category of order as a basic need, a way and a necessary
condition for the existence of individuals and social organisms. The
agents of maintaining order in private space are servants who, in the
process of this productive activity, acquire their own subjectivity.
