KOTYUKOVA T.V. Revolution of 1917 in Russia and ideas of
autonomy in Turkestan

Annotation. The history of the Turkestan (Kokand) Autonomy is
one of the least studied pages of the 1917 revolution in Russian
historiography. After the overthrow of the Provisional Government in
Turkestan and the Bolsheviks' rise to power, local Muslim political
organizations did not support the latter, declaring that Muslims were

capable of creating their own government that would correspond to the
specifics of the region. The proclamation of the Turkestan (Kokand)
Autonomy in November 1917 was the first attempt to create a political
entity on the outskirts of the former Russian Empire that, while having
the status of autonomy, could not imagine itself outside the framework
of the new Russia, provided that the latter had freedoms and a federal
structure.
