A.A. Telyatevsky and the battle “on Pchelna” on May 3, 1607

Annotation. The article is devoited to the battle “on Pchelna” —
one of the key events of the uprising of 16061607, which engulfed the
Russian State during the Time of Troubles. Based on a wide range of
sources, the author shows that the commander of the rebels, boyar
Prince A.A. Telyatevsky, on May 3, 1607 defeated the tsar’s troops,
managing to force them to take the battlefield. Taking into account the
probable routes of the opposing sides, the battle is localized 35 km from
Tula, in the area of the Pchelenskaya road and the Selna River (now
